1907 -1995

The founding father of chiropractic orthopedics, which grew to become the profession's largest specialty, Dr. Lipe was a physician and an educator whose nationwide efforts produced an impressive surge in the expansion of progressive scientific chiropractic practice.

Under his leadership, interprofessional relationships and programs were initiated which have since become commonplace. As former Dean of the Los Angeles Chiropractic College Graduate School, Dr. Lipe held firmly to the principle that postgraduate training should be under chiropractic college auspices and not as entrepreneurial enterprises.

As an inspiring organizer, he created and/or promoted:

· The American College of Chiropractic Orthopedists (ACCO)

· The ACA Council on Orthopedics (CCO)

· The American Board of Chiropractic Orthopedists (ABCO)

· The Academy of Chiropractic Orthopedists (ACO)

Dr. Lipe also was largely responsible for having the Council on Chiropractic Education grant official recognition to the certification program of the ABCO.

A strong believer in the scientific principles of chiropractic, his teaching rested on a foundation of high ethical standards. 

In Chiropractic's centennial year, during which he had received the ACCO "Distinguished Life Service Award", Dr. F. Maynard Lipe passed peacefully in his sleep, November 9, 1995.

So passed the physical being of a chiropractic giant whose spirit will infuse chiropractic eternally.
